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descent, which dispersed from here to other places."’ Professor Shishev's source in this

speech is Zand-Avesta. The Zandi masses were the most influential groups:
During the period of the Jamshid Kingdom,” people “came in the form of types and

formed communities, that is, he united the separate clans into a mass and became the
leader and guide of the masses and herds." Before that, there were seven hot months and
five cold months in this land. In the age of Jamshid, winter lasted for ten months and only
two months remained for summer. Then Jamshid took people to the bright land, that is
land with warmer winter, to the south...

The march started with the migration of the first inhabitants from Sogd, from there
they went to Marv, Balkh, Nisa, Herat, Vikbrit, Hitomat, Ray... Most of the Aryans settled
in valleys filled with water... Jamshid builds residential and establishes cities in which he
accommodates 1000 people, 600 people, and 300 people. He builds roads, starts farming

and cultivation, and builds a palace for himself."* The central point in this report is that

"During the migration, Jamshid himself and his people, all the lands they landed on, It was
devoid of inhabitants and uninhabited [or they saw them so]. Jamshid settles these lands
for the first time with people and animals [the place where is the beginning of the Zandi
people]. This era is called the Golden Age in the epics™.

If we accept the religious narrative of the Jamshid period that different Aryan tribes
came in the form of "types" and formed societies, that is, they had a mother tongue with
different dialects, then each of the dialects can be considered a branch of the language
considered as Aryan. However, the various Aryan tribes who gained political supremacy
in the conflict with the indigenous peoples, the Ianguage of the natives cannot be
considered a branch of the Aryan language, but it should be said: the various tribes of the
lands named Iran, who had their own spoken language, after the political supremacy of
the Aryans, their language and culture have been absorbed by the language and culture of
Aryans, not that their language is considered a branch of Aryan language, which seems
worthy of consideration.

Preface

Albanians and Utians. Considering the fact that the above-mentioned tribes, while having
a common language and culture under the name of Kasi, had special ethnic characteristics,
both language and culture, as Herodotus and Strabo have mentioned some independent
beliefs of Amards and Tapurs in their works. After that (Iron Age 3), the mos\;[vﬁrominent
people who migrated and invaded ancient Mazandaran were the Aryans, who gained
political superiority over other nomadic and resident tribes. After the Aryans, the
Scythians, and the Turks of Central Asia moved to this region, in the nomenclature of
plants, animals, birds, aquatic animals and trees, traces of the language of ancient Peoples
whose account have come in the eighth volume of Caspian researches in the form of
independent speech. The differences in the names indicate the diversity of ethnic groups in
the research area of this joint collection, which seems to require new specialized linguistic
work with new methods.

After this period (the formation of the Median and Achaemenid empires...), the
southern shore of the Caspian Sea was considered Iranian politically, not racially, and in a
wide area (the land of Iran. J they were famous and listed under this name, the inhabitants
of this bank were not considered native masses as before, although their native culture was

permanent. Therefore, the mixture resulting from the combination of racial, ethnic and

diverse religious beliefs should be evaluated from the point of view of peaceful
coexistence, diversity and above all in the sense of human relations. According to this
Fomt of view, ethnological researches in the fields of finding the history of ethnic groups,
anguage, culture and art of nomads and residents, in this common set of far and near
lands, have only a scientific-research basis and not blind extreme nationalism. It is worth
mentioning that ethnological research in Mazandaran and predominantly in the southern
shore of the Caspian Sea and even in the research area of this joint collection is very
c%mplex and sometimes complicated due to the presence of diverse clans, tribes and
ethnic groups.

On the other hand, the lack of consensus or agreement about the origin of some of the
first migrations of non-native peoples among scientists, as well as the impact of
biogeography as a factor in migration, are the cases that have shaped theories that have
changed over the course of more than a century and recently, with archaeological findings
and genetic science, new perspectives have been created in the scientific analysis of the
discussed topics. It is clear that the most controversial nomadic peoples are the Aryans,
which according to the classification of theories, by Professor Shishev in his paper "Origin
of the Aryans' is very significant, which is classified as follows: "A - emerging from the

regions of the North Pole b - Caucasus area’ ¢ - Some also consider the origin of the

migration of Aryan tribes from the plains of Siberia, d - Some even consider the Persian
Gulf area as the first origin of the migration into the Iranian plateau. e - And finally, the
migration of the Pamir tribes is considered as the first habitat of Aryans (white race).

It should be noted that "about the most ancient places in Central Asia... there are only
legendary statements. The oldest informative sources are information on the religious
traditions of Indian and Iranian descent. In these sources, a hypothesis is proposed and
explained. It should be noted that the Pamir prominence was the cradle of the Aryan

Why is the language of the pre-Aryan people living on the
southern shore of the Caspian Sea not considered a branch of
the Iranian language?

It is necessary to remind that, the present introduction is a continuation of the introduction
to the previous issue (Volume 8), therefore, it is worth mentioning that, the people of the
southern shore of the Caspian Sea, ethnically and racially, according to historical reports

and archaeological findings, at least after the 6th millennium' BC onwards, are a mixture

of the interaction of indigenous peoples (Kassis and Pre-Kassis) with nomads - that is, the
whole set of ancient peoples who over thousands of years with their special language and
culture, came - that In terms of time, first of all, we should mention the presence of the

wise human species (Homo sapiens) in the Paleolithic era’, who went through their

complex evolutionary process at least from the 50th to the 11th and 10th millennia BC
until the formation of the new human society, and according to archaeological findings,
during this process, they achieved advanced geometric thinking. After that, the influence
of the nomadic culture of the southwestern tribes of Iran and the people of the Jitun culture

from the south of Turkmenistan® in the Neolithic era (6th millennium BC), and also in the

Bronze Age, the culture of the Sumerians and the Prichais... should be mentioned*. A

point that should not be overlooked is that from the beginning of the first Iron Age to
almost the third Iron Age, nearly a thousand years, there was no report of an influential
ethnic migration to ancient Mazandaran, except until this period (at the beginning of the
first millennium BC), during thousands of years, all the tribes living on the southern shore
of the Caspian Sea were the Vahrakanis, Tapurs, Amards, Anarians (Hurrians), Kadus,
